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A Station that Unifies the Town

In Japan's metropolitan areas, a high level of public transport is apparent and there are a
number of towns that have developed around the train station. In such towns, shops and
restaurants are concentrated around the station so that you can make your way home while
shopping on foot. It is a city centred around the train station, which is now considered
commonplace throughout Japan, but is not necessarily the case in other parts of the world. An
interesting example is the city of Curitiba in Brazil, which has been revitalized through the
reorganization of public transport and is said to have referenced the Japanese model of the

ideal metropolis centred around the railways.

H station is a small train station operated by a privately owned railway that exists to be
embedded in an area where houses and shops are concentrated. Only local trains stop here so
there aren’t many visitors, which adds to the calm and quiet bustle of the neighborhood
making it a popular, livable city. However, it is thought that due to the affect COVID-19 is
having on small scale commercial areas and the reduction in commuting as a resuit of
teleworking, there is less joy felt in the town and the quality of daily life in the area is

decreasing.

Even aftef COVID-19, the practice of teleworking is predicted to remain established much
more than it was before. A town with a united housing and commercial identity such as

I Station is expected to attract more attention in the future as an environment where people
can live and work in the same town. As such H Station made the decision to acquire the
adjacent site and contribute to the development of the area by adding a ‘plus alpha' additional
facility that would enable a more convenient and pleasant place to live. By assuming that
ticket gates will be replaced by technologies such as automatic identification, please consider

a future type of station that can unify the city and enrich the town.
